CHARLES H. BURROW and MARY STATON

CHARLES H. BURROW was born September 1833, in an area of Hickman Co., KY that became Ballard Co., KY in 1842.  His parents are unproven at this time. 

Charles was raised by his grandparents, David Burrow and Elizabeth ELPHEN, who were from Orange Co., NC.  During the War of 1812, David Burrow was a Private in the 5th Regiment (Atkinson’s) of the NC Militia.  David received a Kentucky Land Grant for his service.  He brought his family to Hickman Co. KY between 1820 and 1829.  David Burrow died during the 1840’s. His Estate, settled in 1852 in Ballard Co., named all his living children as his Heirs.

 It is thought that Mildred A. Burrow, 1836-1908, who married John C. WOMBLE in 1858, was the sister of Charles.  On the 1840 Census of Hickman Co., they are in the household of David Burrow.  In 1850 Charles and Mildred are living with the widowed Elizabeth Elphen Burrow.  In 1860 Charles was living with his widowed Aunt Ellen Burrow Atherton (widow of Canada Atherton)..   

Charles married Mary STATON in 1860 in Ballard County.. 

MARY STATON was born in Sumner Co., TN, the 5th of 8 children born to James STATON and Lucinda ACRE.

 James Staton was the son of Isham and Lucy Staton of Sumner Co. TN 

Lucinda was the daughter of Abram Acre of Sumner Co. TN. 

James and Lucinda married March 14, 1832 in Sumner Co. TN. 

Mary's siblings, all born in TN, were: William, b. 1833; John b. 1839; twins George and Lucy b. 1843; twins Martha and Sarah b. 1846; and brother Marion b. 1853.

The family moved to Ballard Co., KY in the late 1850's, bringing with them a 75 year old male Slave inherited from Abram Acre.

Charles and Mary had 4 children: Lou Ella in 1862, Ida Belle in 1864, Sarah Josephine in 1866, and Robert L., in 1869.

Pvt. CHARLES H. BURROW, Co. B., 3rd KY Infantry, Mounted, CSA

During the Civil War, Charles enlisted as a private in Co. B, 3rd KY Infantry, Mounted, CSA. He enlisted April 15, 1864 and furnished his own horse. By August 1864, Charles is listed as hospitalized at Forrest Hospital in Lauderdale, Mississippi. Charles had lost his horse and walked home when released from the hospital. He was never paid for his service or horse.

In 1860, Charles is shown with real estate valued at $400, and personal property valued at $100.  In 1870, after the War, his real estate was valued at $200, and personal property at $610.

Mary died about 1873, possibly during the Cholera epidemic that swept thru Ballad Co. at that time.. 

Charles farmed, raised his children and never remarried. 

Daughter Ida Belle's family left KY, went to Nashville, TN, and ended up in Los Angeles, CA.  

In 1894, Charles had to have his son Robert, age 23, committed to the Western State Hospital for the Insane in Hopkinsville, KY.  Robert remained there until his death in 1937. 

In 1886 Carlisle County was formed out of the southern portion of Ballard County.  Charles’s land and farm then became part of Carlisle County.

On the 1900 Census, Charles was living alone on his farm.  He disappeared from records after that.

      Marion was the son of Lewis Eden HAYS and Susan Elizabeth MIDDLETONS

III.  Sarah Josephine, born 1866, nothing more known after 1880 census with father.

Charles and Mary’s descendants appear to all come from the 11 grandchildren of Ida Belle Burrow Hayes.

Charles remained close to his Uncle NIMROD BURROW.  Nimrod Burrow was born 1815 in Orange Co., NC, and died 1887 in Carlisle.  Nimrod was shot and murdered in front of his home in Carlisle Co. July 15, 1887, by Capt. Jack Russell.  Jack Russell, a riverboat captain, was never prosecuted for killing Nimrod.

Charles died between 1900 and 1910. He is buried with his wife on what was his farm in Carlisle Co., KY. Their tombstones no longer exist.
