MARY FRANCES RICHARDS RITES AT NORMAN CHAPEL

This obituary was in a 1956 issue of the Casey County News.  It was glued in a scrapbook that was kept from the late 1940s through around 1960.  The following is a transcript of the text of that newspaper article.

Title:  Mary Frances Richards Rites at Norman Chapel

     Mary Frances Richards, age 70, died at her home near Dunnville last Friday evening, following a lingering illness.  She had been ill for the past eight years.

     She was born to Susan Elizabeth and James Ben Taylor in 1886 and married to Mr. Charles Richards early in life.  To this marriage five surviving children were born.  They are Mrs. Clara Lawhorn, Mrs. Gladys Sullivan, Mrs. Emma Helms, Mrs. Elizabeth Witt and Marion and Otis Richards.  In addition to her husband and children, she is, also, survived by one sister, Mrs. Martha Mills and two brothers, James and Marion Taylor.

     She confessed her faith in Christ some time ago and was united in membership with the Norman Chapel United Brethren Church where her membership remained until her passing.

     Funeral services were conducted by Bro. Beasley of Columbia, at 11:00 o’clock Saturday at the Green River Baptist Church.  Burial was in the church cemetery, with the Gosser Funeral Home in charge of the arrangements.
