Acknowledgment of Agent and Settlement Expenses

Signed by some of the heirs, September 29(?), 1900

For the purpose of settling up and dividing the estate of James F. Russell dec’d with as little expense as possible we the heirs of said Russell do hereby agree that the lands of the estate shall be sold on reasonable terms and credits by Edward Alcorn as our agent and that one third of the debts and burial expenses of the estate shall be paid out of the shares of Jacob Russell, one third out of the shares of George Russell and one third out of the shares of the heirs of J.R. Russell dec’d, these debts not to exceed three hundred dollars. The costs of settling the estate to be first paid out of the whole fund.  In all other respects the proceeds of sale to be distributed without charging any debts or advancements to any of the heirs.  That is each heir to take his or her share as though there had been no advancements or debts claimed except that the three shares above are to pay the debts which James F. Russell owed at his death and his burial expenses, not to exceed three hundred dollars.  We constitute Edward Alcorn our agent and attorney in fact to sell and convey for us and in our names the lands of which James F. Russell dec’d possessed and to distribute the proceeds.

Among receipts due from the estate is a bill, for $ 2.50, for Dr. J.C.Barker visits on March 17, March 21, April 5, May 14, May 21 and June 14, so apparently James’ last illness was known for three months prior to his death.

Another receipt was for one burial case, $ 40.00, and a suit for burial clothes, $ 5.00, June 19, 1900.
